The air chamber is always at the larger end of the egg.  On candling, the air chamber will be found to be slightly less translucent than the rest of the egg and shows up relatively darker.  It is not opaque and is bounded by a well-defined line of demarcation.

(ii).
If egg is not fresh, it will appear more or less cloudy, being darker as the egg grow older, becoming in extreme cases opaque.  At the same time the air chamber grows larger as the age increases.

b.
Water and Salt Solution Method:
The salt at the ratio of 100 grams for every 1 kg eggs may be mixed in water and eggs tested in the water so diluted.  Eggs which float on the surface of the water may be considered unfit for issue provided in the opinion of the Commanding Officer of demanding unit or his representative; these are also found to be so on visual examination.

3.

100% of the contracted quantity of Eggs shall be packed in branded/commercial colored company packing of 5 ply carton box (white) having side handle holes catches for lifting of carton. The air chamber is always at the larger end of the egg. On candling, the air chamber will be found to be slightly less translucent than the rest of the egg and shows up relatively darker.  It is not opaque and is bounded by a well-defined line of demarcation.

(ii).
If egg is not fresh, it will appear more or less cloudy, being darker as the egg grow older, becoming in extreme cases opaque.  At the same time the air chamber grows larger as the age increases.

b.
Water and Salt Solution Method:
The salt at the ratio of 100 grams for every 1 kg eggs may be mixed in water and eggs tested in the water so diluted.  Eggs which float on the surface of the water may be considered unfit for issue provided in the opinion of the Commanding Officer of demanding unit or his representative; these are also found to be so on visual examination.

3.
Packing:
100% of the contracted quantity of Eggs shall be packed in branded/commercial colored company packing of 5 ply carton box (white) having side handle holes catches for lifting of carton. The dimension of each tray shall be as such to contain 30 Eggs each. Whereas each 5 Ply Carton box should have 06 trays (total 180 Eggs). The words “EXCLUSIVELY PACKED FOR PAKISTAN NAVY” shall be clearly printed/ stamped on the 5 Ply carton Box. Printing pattern of carton along with quality of packing material is to be confirmed from PNS PUNJAB prior commencement of supplies.
